Frederick County is currently seeking candidates to fill the vacancy for a Parent Representatives to serve on the Community Policy and Management Team (CPMT). The CPMT is the body charged by the Code of Virginia to manage local implementation of the Children’s Services Act (CSA). The CPMT meets monthly for two hours, generally on the fourth Monday of the month from 1:00 to 3:00pm. Parent Representatives to the CPMT serve a two year term and are eligible for reappointment. These positions are consistent with the CPMT principle that “the needs of children and families will be met in the least restrictive way, with families fully participating in the decision making process.”
Frederick County is seeking parent representatives meeting some or all of the following criteria:
· Parents of youth with behavioral health issues and/or intellectual disabilities who are or were involved in public child serving systems.
· Parents associated with a parent advocacy/support group with whom they can liaison in fulfilling their parent representative role.
· Parents with knowledge of the CSA system.
· Parents who reflect the cultural and racial diversity of families and youth in the Frederick County community.

Candidates for the Parent Representative vacancy may be interviewed by a panel of CPMT members, who will nominate the candidate to the Board of Supervisors for appointment.
